Tournament Rules
Los Amigos de San Antonio bowling tournament is an invitation non-sanctioned tournament that is open to all bowlers.

TOURNAMENT FORMAT: Teams will consist of three (3) men and two (2) women or vice versa. Teams will bowl three (3) games
on Saturday and (3) games on Sunday.

ENTERING AVERAGE: Los Amigos Average of 18+ games, Los Amigos Average of 36+ games, highest 2025-2026 USBC Average
of 21+ games, or current highest Fall League Average of 21+ games. (No summer league averages accepted). ALL OTHERS
WILL BOWL SCRATCH 220.

HANDICAP: Handicap will be based on 80% of 220. There will be NO Maximum on Individual Handicap for bowlers. TEAM
CAP is 975 with a TEAM HANDICAP based on 80% of 975.

All league verification from league secretary must be made available with entry, with 21+ games. Verification must be done at least 1
hour before start of the tournament; otherwise, bowler will bowl scratch.

It shall be EACH BOWLERS RESPONSIBILITY TO VERIFY ACCURACY OF HIS/HER AVERAGE. FAILURE TO USE
THE CURRENT AVERAGE SHALL DISQUALIFY THE TEAM IF AVERAGE IS HIGHER THAN ENTERING AVERAGE.

ABSOLUTELY no bowling allowed on lanes prior to squad time.

10 MINUTES OF PRACTICE will be allowed on the lanes, prior to squad time.

In the event of a tie in the team event, the prize money affecting both finishing places will be split equally between both teams. There
will be NO ROLL-OFFS
